The principal objective of the Fund is to achieve positive absolute returns after fees and expenses, but before tax over the
long term (that is a period of at least five years). The investment objectives and policy for the Fund are broadly drafted
so as to provide us with the mandate to seek on behalf of investors long-term income and capital growth by directly
investing in equities on a global basis, while at the same time adhering to a “Margin of Safety” investment philosophy.
